Participation modalities

= Total Cost of the Pilgrimage: 1950 000 CFA (One million nine hundred and fifty thousand FCFA)

= Upon registration, each Pilgrim must deposit an advance payment of 350 000 FCFA

= The balance shall be paid in one or several instalments. All payments must be made by Wire
transfer or bank deposit to account No. 00200.16020072180.16 at SGBC’s Agency located in

Yaoundé Town Hall, or alternatively, in cash, at CPCC , against receipt issued.

NB:

1. Age limit: Pilgrims must be above 40 years old, and able to provide evidence for heading a
family and / or having a stable occupation in Cameroon.

2. Besides the cost of the pilgrimage mentioned above, a caution deposit of $ 7,500 is
compulsory to all potential Pilgrims in the 35-40 year old range.

3. In the event of any cancellation, one (01) month after registration, a penalty of 03% shall be
retained on the fees paid by the candidate. For any cancellations 02 months after
registration, the penalty shall increase to 15%, and 25% after 03 months. For cancellations
made one month before the pilgrimage, reimbursement shall not exceed 30%

4. All passports shall be withheld by the organisers, upon arrival at the Hotel in Jerusalem.
Instead, each pilgrim shall be provided with an identification badge which shall be valid
during the entire sojourn. Passports shall be returned to pilgrims on the last day, at their
exit from the hotel. '

5. The passport expiry date must be of (06) months after the pilgrimage
